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Executive Summary

Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 prohibits discrimination based on race, color,

or national origin in programs and activities receiving Federal financial assistance.
Specifically, Title VI provides that Ano per s
grounds of race, color, or national origin, be excluded from participation in, be

denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program or

activity receiving Federal financial assistance (42 U.S.C. Section 2000d).

The Civil Rights Restoration Act of 1987 clarified the intent of Title VI to include all
programs and activities of federal aid recipients, and contractors whether those
programs and activities are Federally funded or not.

Executive Order 13166 placed renewed emphasis on Title VI issues, to ensure
meaningful and equal access to programs and activities for persons with Limited
English Proficiency (LEP).

Recipients of public transportation funding from the Federal Transit Administration
(FTA) are required to develop policies, programs, and practices that ensure Federal
Transit dollars are used in a manner that is nondiscriminatory as required under Title
VI.

This document details how the Nevada Department of Transportation (NDOT)
incorporates nondiscrimination policies and practices in providing services to the
subrecipients and to the public.

Jurisdiction and Authorities

The Nevada Department of Transportation is a recipient of US Department of
Transportation (USDOT) funding through the Federal Transit Administration funding
assistance and is therefore subject to the Title VI compliance conditions associated
with the use of these funds pursuant to the following:

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Organizational Structure

The Nevada Department of Transportation (NDOT) provides oversight and dispersal
of funds to state and local agencies, tribal organizations, city and county officials,
agencies that provide service programs to minorities and the elderly, and
metropolitan and regional planning organizations and regional transportation
commissions within the State of Nevada. NDOT does not provide public
transportation.

The Nevada Transportation Board of Directors consists of the Governor, Lieutenant
Governor, State Controller, and four members. These four members each represent
a specified district.

Annual Title VI Certification and Assurances

Federally assisted recipients and subrecipients must submit an annual Title VI
certification and assurance as part of their Annual Certifications and Assurances
submission 23 CFR § 200.9 (a). The Nevada Department of Transportation has
submitted the required annual Title VI Certification and Assurances. They are
attached as Annex D.

Title VI Nondiscrimination Policy Statement

The Nevada Department of Transportation (NDOT) is committed to complying with
Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, 49 CFR, part 2, and all related regulations,
statutes, codes, and directives. NDOT assures that no person shall on the grounds
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of race, color, or national origin, be excluded from participation in, be denied the
benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity under
any NDOT program, activity, or service.

In addition to Title VI, there are other Nondiscrimination statutes that afford legal
protection. These statutes include the following: Section 162 (a) of the Federal-Aid
Highway Act of 1973 (23 USC 324) (sex), Age Discrimination Act of 1975 (age),
and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973/Americans with Disabilities Act of
1990 (disability).

The Nevada Department of Transportation has submitted the required Title VI Policy
statement as part of their plan which is attached as Attachment A.

Environmental Justice Limited English Proficiency Policy Statement

NDOT assures that every effort will be made to prevent discrimination of low-income
and minority populations as a result of any impact of its programs or activities
following Executive Order 12898, Federal Actions to Address Environmental Justice
in Minority Populations and Low-Income Populations. In addition, NDOT also
assures every effort will be made to provide meaningful access to persons of limited
English proficiency, following Executive Order 13166, Improving Access to Services
for Persons with Limited English Proficiency.

Organization and Staffing

The Director of the Nevada Department of Transportation has designated the

External Civil Rights Officer, Sonnie Braih, to serve as the Title VI Coordinator for

the department and be responsible for ensuring the implementation ofthe NDOT 6 s
Title VI Program.



The Title VI Coordinator and staff are responsible for coordinating the overall
administration of the Title VI program, plan, and assurances, including complaint
handling, data collection and reporting, annual review and updates, and internal
education.

Title VI Coordinators' Responsibilities include but are not limited to:

A Process the disposition of Title VI complaints received.

A Collect statistical data (race, color, or national origin) of participants in, and
beneficiaries of NDOT6s programs, (e.g.
communities).

Conduct annual internal Title VI reviews of NDOT to determine the
effectiveness of program activities at all levels.

Conduct training programs on Title VI and other related statutes for NDOT
employees.

Prepare a yearly report of Title VI accomplishments and goals, if required.
Develop Title VI information for dissemination to the public and, where
appropriate, in languages other than English.

Identify and eliminate discrimination.

Establish procedures for promptly resolving deficiency status and writing the
remedial action necessary, all within a period not to exceed 90 days.

Title VI Program Administration

The Nevada Department of Transportation operates its programs and services
without regard to race, color, and national origin under Title VI of the Civil Rights Act.
Any person who believes she or he has been aggrieved by any unlawful
discriminatory practice under Title VI may file a complaint with The Nevada
Department of Transportation.



Representatives of the department attend community outreach events organized by

various trade groups and professional associations. Trade groups such as the

National Association of Minority Contractors (NAMC), the Associated General

Contractors (AGC), the Latino Chambers, Urban Chambers, and the American

Council of Engineering Consultants (ACEC) ar e

importance of community outreach for the dissemination of Title VI and other related

information, NDOT will continue to work with the AGC, NAMC, Urban Chambers,

Latino Chambers, Women in Construction, and ACEC.

Title VI Complaint Procedures

The Nevada Department of Transportation is committed to ensuring all its programs
and activities are operated in a nondiscriminatory manner and uses a discrimination
complaint form that covers the Title VI requirements of race, color, and national
origin. The Nevada Department of Transportation does not have any Title VI
complaints or lawsuits during the reporting period.

Any person, specific class of persons, or entity that believes they have been

subjected to discrimination as prohibited by the legal provisions of Title VI, based on

race, color, or national origin status may fi
Rights Office. A copy of the Complaint Form may be accessed electronically at:

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Title VI Complaint Reporting

A complaint must be filed within one hundred and eighty (180) days of the alleged
discrimination and include the date the alleged discrimination became known to the
complainant or the last date of the alleged incident.

The complaint must be written and signed by the complainant and shall include:

A The Complainant(s) name, address, and phone number.

A A detailed description of the alleged incident that led the complainant to

believe discrimination occurred.

A The date of the alleged act of discrimination, the date when the
complainant(s) became aware of the alleged discrimination, the last date of
the conduct or the date or the date the conduct was discontinued.

The names and job titles of those parties involved in the complaint.

The facts and circumstances surrounding the alleged discrimination and the

basis of the complaint (i.e., race, color, national origin, sex, age, disability,

income status or retaliation).

A Names and contact information of persons whom the investigator can contact
for additional information to support or clarify the allegations.

A Corrective action being sought by the complainant.

Complaints may be filed by one of the following methods:

A By completing and signing the Complaint Form and delivering it in person or
by mail.

A By emailing or faxing the Complaint Form and sending the signed original to
the Civil Rights Officer (CRO).

A For the disabled, by calling the CRO where information obtained will be used
to complete the Complaint Form and, subsequently, forwarded to the
complainant for review, signature, and return.

Upon receipt of a completed complaint, the CRO will determine jurisdiction,
acceptability, or need for additional information and, within five days, acknowledge
receipt of the complaint and the intended course of action. NDOT has sole authority
for and will adjudicate all complaints filed against NDOT sub-recipients. Complaints
against NDOT in USDOT-funded programs will be referred to USDOT for processing
and complaints under all other federal
authority and jurisdiction.

For acceptance, a complaint must be timely filed, involve a covered basis (i.e., race,

y

color, or national origin), and be withi

dismissed if the complainant requests the withdrawal of the complaint, fails to
respond to repeated requests for additional information, fails to cooperate in the
investigation, and or cannot be located after reasonable attempts to reach the
complainant have been made.

Upon accepting a complaint, the CRO investigator will provide the respondent an
opportunity to respond to the allegations. The respondent will have ten (10) calendar
days f r om writter no@i€atdab t® furnish a written response and determine

f uno

if more information is needed to resolve a case and may contact the complainant
who will then have ten (10) calendar days to provide additional information.

Within forty-five (45) days of accepting a complaint an NDOT Investigator will gather
all relevant information in a fair and impartial manner, conduct interviews of all
concerned parties, and prepare a final investigative report with a recommended
disposition. Upon final determination, one of two letters will be issued to the
complainant, a closure letter summarizing the allegations stating that there was no
Title VI violation and that the case will be closed, or a Letter of Finding summarizing
the allegations and the interviews regarding the alleged incident and explaining
whether any additional action, additional training of the staff, or other action will
occur.

Complaints that fall under the jurisdiction of USDOT; NDOT CRO, will forward a

copy of the complaint and preliminary finding to USDOT-HCR within 60 days. Once

USDOT-HCR issues its final decision, it will notify NDOT and, NDOT will notify all

parties involved. All allegations of discrimination will be taken seriously, and every

effort will be made to provide a fair and unbiased determination. In instances where

Transportation Planning

The NDOT Transportation Planning Division provides a broad range of multi-modal
transportation planning functions and analyses to enable project selection and
programming for the Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) and
long-range planning. Long-range planning serves to establish long-range goals,
objectives, and system needs at the statewide planning area level. Projects included
in the long-range plans and programs are based on transportation needs determined
by various monitoring programs designed to identify deficiencies in the
transportation system. Projects may also be included to achieve local, state, or
federal goals and objectives such as economic development.

The Transportation Planning Division developed a Public Participation Plan. The
Public Participation Plan includes the policy for inclusive public participation,
ensuring access to the transportation planning process for low-income and minority
populations.

NDOT feels that special outreach to the traditionally underserved is a very important
aspect of the public involvement process. These minority and low-income
populations have historically been left out of the planning process. To ensure that is
no longer the case, NDOT makes an extra effort to get these communities involved
when there are changes to routes or fares that require public participation.

There are also tribal and government-to-government liaisons employed to work with
Native American communities. Special language-specific advertising campaigns in
minority community newspapers and radio stations are utilized. On occasion, the
Department will hand-deliver announcements and information in an area with an

identified minority and low-i ncome community. NDOT&6s Publ

describes the procedures used to identify the needs of low-income and minority
popul ations. The Public Participation
four Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOSs), the process for ensuring
participation in the planning process is available to everyone, regardless of race,
color, or national origin.

The Transit section provides funding opportunity notices to current grantees and
potential applicants. Transit distributes the notices to many state and local agencies,
tribal organizations, city and county officials, agencies that provide service programs
to minorities and the elderly, and metropolitan and regional planning organizations.
Transit also places legal notices in approximately three (3) newspapers announcing
FTA grant funding. The Division has an established timeline of events outlining the
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funding cycle. Timely information on grant programs and funding is posted on the
NDOT website at http://www.dot.nv.gov. All grant applications are reviewed and
scored by a three-person committee not associated with the Transit section.
Applications are then ranked by their average scores.

The Transit section provides very limited public involvement opportunities. However,

NDOT offers participation opportunities such as DBE training, outreach, and

networking to build small and disadvantaged businesses. Additionally, public

involvement occurs when there are changes to routes or fares that require public
participation. Public involvement informatior
https://www.dot.nv.gov/doing-business/public-involvement-information. Federally

assisted recipients, including subrecipients, are required to collect and maintain

statistical data by race, color, national origin, and sex of affected communities, and

participants and beneficiaries of federal aid. (49CFR 21.9 and 23 CFR 200.9)

NDOT is guided by Federal regulations to collect statistical data on the race, color,
and national origin of participants in and beneficiaries of its programs. As required,
NDOT will provide sign-in sheets during Public Meetings and will include a space for
participants to note race, color, and national origin. This information will be retained
per the federal document retainage period guidelines and will be made available to
authorized agencies during reviews.

Compliance and Enforcement Procedures

NDOT is committed to ensuring the required Compliance and Enforcement

Procedures. NDOT utilizes contractors, vendors, or consultants. Managers in each

service area are responsible for familiarizing themselves with the requirements of

Title VI, E.O. 12898, and E.O. 13166, and for complying with the requirements of

NDOT o6s Title VI Program. They promptly repor
concerning Title VI and related statutes to the Title VI Coordinator. As of this

reporting period, no compliance or enforcement procedures have been enacted by

NDOT on any of its subrecipients, consultants, contractors, or vendors.

NDOT expects and addresses all nondiscrimination efforts in all business relations.

Should non-compliance be found, NDOT shall work with the sub-recipient,

contractor, consultant, or vendor to come into voluntary compliance. If that is

unsuccessful, NDOT shall take additional action to ensure compliance. All

procedures for compliance and enforcement out
compliance in all Title VI and other non-discrimination areas, such as ADA, DBE,

and Contract Compliance.

Requirements and Guidelines for Fixed Route Transit Providers

The requirements described in this section applies to all providers of fixed route
public transportation (also referred to as transit providers) that receive Federal
financial assistance, inclusive of States, local and regional entities, and public and
private entities. Contractors are responsible for following the Title VI Program(s) of
the transit provider(s) with whom they contract. Transit providers that are
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subrecipients will submit the information required to their primary recipient (the entity
from whom they directly receive transit funds) every three years on a schedule
determined by the primary recipient. Direct and primary recipients will submit the
information required in this chapter to FTA every three years.

All transit providers, whether direct recipients, primary recipients, or subrecipients,
that receive financial assistance from the FTA are also responsible for following the
general requirements in Chapter Il of the FTA circular 4702.1B. The requirements in
this chapter are scaled based on the size of the fixed route transit provider.

Providers of public transportation that only operate demand response services are
responsible only for the requirements in sections 2 through 3.2.13. Demand
response includes general public paratransit, Americans with Disabilities Act
complementary paratransit, vanpools, and Section 5310 non-profits that serve only
their clientele (closed-door service).

If a transit provider operates fifty (50) or more fixed route vehicles in peak service
and is located in and Urbanized Area (UZA) of 200,000 or more in population or has
been placed in this category at the discretion of the Director of Civil Rights in
consultation with the FTYA Administrator, then the transit providers Title VI Program
must contain all of the elements described in this chapter.



If a fixed route transit provider does not meet the threshold in the above paragraph,
then the transit provider is only required to set system-wide standards and policies,
as further described below.

FTA requires all transit providers to submit a Title VI Program to comply with DOT
Title VI regulations; the threshold provides a distinction regarding the degree of
evidence of a fixed route transit provider to demonstrate compliance with those
regulations.

As of the effective date of Circular (4702.1B), those transit providers that operate 50
or more fixed route vehicles in peak service and are located in a UZA of 2000,000 or
more in population, are required to meet all requirements of Chapter 4 of the
Circular (4702.1B) (i.e., setting service standards and policies, collecting and
reporting data, monitoring transit service, and evaluating fare and service changes).

The Nevada Department of Transportation does not provide transportation. The
Nevada Department of Transportation provides funding, oversight, and assistance to
all model agency subrecipients within the state.

A Consult with the Civil Rights Officer or Civil Rights Staff regarding civil rights
issues.
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Transit Providers

With every grant application, the Transit Section obtains a list of any active lawsuits
or complaints naming the potential grantee that allege discrimination based on race,
color, or national origin for service or other transit benefits, a list of all pending
applications for financial assistance and all financial assistance currently provided by
other federal agencies, and a summary of all civil rights compliance review activities
conducted during the last three years. The summary includes:



Purpose or reason for review.

Name of the organization performing the review.

Summary of findings and recommendations of the review; and,
Report on the findings and recommendations of the review.
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The Transit Section includes specific language in each grant agreement which
states that the grantee shall include the Civil Rights Laws and Regulations
Compliance in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with federal assistance
provided by FTA, modified only if necessary to identify the affected parties. The
Transit Section maintains a file of all such reports and requires that the grantees
have such records available for review by NDOT or FTA.

The Transit Section is in the process of obtaining and reviewing Title VI Program
Plans for each of its grantees. During biennial site visits, the Division will review
compliance with the plans and determine if updates are needed. To assist the
grantee in developing the Title VI program, the Transit Section has developed a Plan
template and has stipulated training in the template development at the 2022 Transit
Conference. Ongoing training will be available to grantees. The Transit Section will
review and approve the plans. The site visits enable the Division to provide one-on-
one technical assistance and provide an opportunity to determine whether sub-
recipients need to update the Title VI plans.

Facility Location Equity Analysis

NDOT has not funded the construction of a transit-related facility since the last
reporting period and has not conducted a facility location equity analysis. If NDOT
funds the construction of a transit-related facility, we will conduct a facility location
equity analysis during the planning phase of the project and submit it to FTA with the
next Title VI submittal.

Limited English Proficiency (LEP)

The Nevada Department of Transportation (NDOT) will be innovative and proactive
in engaging individuals from different cultures, backgrounds, and businesses.
Individuals who do not speak English as their primary language and who have a
limited ability to read, speak, write, or understand English are considered limited
English proficient, or LEP. These individuals may be entitled to language assistance
for a particular type of program, service, or activity. This section outlines the LEP
protections and NDOT6s plans for compliance.

Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Executive Order 13166, and SB318 prohibit
recipients of Federal financial assistance from discrimination based on national
origin. It is the policy of NDOT that the Department shall take reasonable steps to
provide Limited English Proficient (LEP) persons with meaningful access to all
programs, services, or activities conducted by NDOT and by sub-recipients receiving
federal funding from or through NDOT. This policy is based on the principle that it is
the responsibility of NDOT, and not the LEP person, to take reasonable steps to
ensure that communications between NDOT, sub-recipients, and the LEP person



are not impaired as a result of the limited English proficiency of the individual. NDOT
shall take reasonable steps to effectively inform the public of the availability of
language-accessible programs, services, and activities.

NDOT complies with LEP Executive Order 13166, SB318, and related Federal
authorities through an LAP plan which is annually reviewed for compliance and
effectiveness. To develop the plan, NDOT analyzed its service population, the
frequency with which it encounters LEP persons, the nature of its programs and
services, and the resources available. The Plan describes when and to what extent,
language services are offered to those who are LEP.

NDOT is fortunate to have a very diverse workforce, many of whom competently
speak and write languages other than English, and who are familiar with terms
common to transportation. As such, NDOT is often able to provide interpretation and
translation services in-house. Nevertheless, each District has the resources and
flexibility to contract outside services as needed to comply with the LAP Plan.

Triennially, the Transit Section will re-evaluate the changes in demographics,
services and programs, and other factors that should be considered when
determining LEP needs. This assessment will help guide staff in determining what
changes, if any, are needed to update the LAP plan. The Transit Section Title VI
program liaison is responsible for ensuring that meaningful services to LEP persons
are provided. NDOT will continue to provide real and meaningful access to Limited
English Proficient persons and ensure that sub-recipients are complying.

NDOT has conducted an internal audit to identify the documents as well as
programs and activities that are important to be translated for the benefit of LEP
customers. The Complaint Procedures, Complaint Form, Policy Statement, and
Notice to Beneficiaries have all been translated into additional languages other than
English as required by the four-factor analysis. These forms can be translated into
additional languages upon request.

Statewide Transportation Planning Process

Priorities in Transit Planning need to reflect needs identified in Nevada. The
percentage of the disabled population is over 20% in all but four rural counties. The
percentage of the population below the poverty level is over 9% and quite frequently
close to 15% in all but one rural county. The percentage of the elderly population is
over 20% in four of the rural counties and well over 10% in almost all other counties.



These three characteristics are driving NDOTC
populations are likely in need of Transit since they may not have the financial means
nor the capability to own or operate a vehicle.

Given the rural nature and dispersion of this population, there are only three service

providers which offer a fixed route with one of these providers offering a fixed route

in two cities. Two other service providers of
passengers will be collected off the route upon request. The remaining service

providers offer a demand service. Given the general aging of the populace and their

limited employment opportunities, it is anticipated that the percentage of disabled,

elderly, and below-poverty populations will increase in most rural counties when the

next Coordinated Human Services Plan is completed.

Section 5311

Applicants for Section 5311 funds must be eligible recipients or sub-recipients of
Section 5311 funding including state agencies, local public bodies, and agencies
thereof, private non-profit organizations, and operators of public transportation
services. The definition of local governmental authority includes Indian tribes.
Eligible non-profit organizations may also serve tribal transportation needs. Private
for-profit operators of transit services participate in the program as third-party
contractors for grantees or eligible sub-recipients, rather than as sub-recipients.
State agencies may further limit sub-recipient eligibility requirements to comply with
state laws or to further program goals.

The proposed system must provide transportation service to the general public and
must be a fixed route, deviated fixed route, or demand response system. The
system must be equipped and available to serve the needs of the elderly, semi-
ambulatory, wheelchair users, and other disabled and transit-dependent public. The
applicant is subject to the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, and Section 504
of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, both of which address what the system must do to
provide transportation to persons with disabilities.

The proposed system must display on its vehicles that the system is public
transportation along with its telephone number, and this must be visible from at least
a distance of thirty (30) feet. The applicant must ensure that adequate funds are
available to match Section 5311 funds and to provide for ongoing operations.

This
includes the mission statement, goals and objectives for the program, and a
copy of the Operations Profile.

A Alist of any active lawsuits or complaints concerning Civil Rights.

A Budget information for the previous year, the current year, and the request for
the application period.

A A copy of the affidavit of notice of intent to apply for federal funds.

Section 5339

Applicants for Section 5339 funds may be private non-profit organizations, local
agencies, and local authorities, including states, local governments, metropolitan
planning organizations (MPOSs), public transit agencies, and tribal organizations. The
applicant must show an established need for the project. Local matches from
applicants may be required depending on the amount of funds requested. All
selected projects must be consistent with the Coordinated Public Transit - Human
Services Transportation Plans in their RPO or MPO area.

State Grant Application Process, Timeline, and Program of Projects (POP)

N D O T Bransit Section is the designated recipient of all Section 5304, 5310, 5311,
and 5339 funds. As such, the Transit section is the accountable and responsible
entity in Nevada to monitor and oversee the implementation of federally funded
transit programs and compliance with all FTA grant regulations from a planning,
operational, safety, and fiduciary perspective.

The MPOs operate separate Transit programs, including prioritization of transit grant
proposals which request funds for proposed services in their region.

If the amount of requested funds is greater than the federal funds available after
preliminary budget recommendations are made by the Transit section, a statewide
ranking of applications will be developed by the Transit section. In some cases, the
Transit section will reduce the requested budget in an application if the amount
appears excessive and based on previous experience with the sub-recipient. The
ranked list will be submitted to the NDOT Director, and funded grant applications will
be approved as part of the STIP and annual work program by the Transportation
Board.

NDOT STIP Development

The STIP is developed and approved annually by the NDOT Director and the
Federal Agencies of FHWA (Federal Highway Administration) and FTA (Federal
Transit Administration). The STIP development process begins with the County
Workshops every fall, when NDOT meets the various county and RTC (Regional
Transportation Commission) representatives to discuss project needs and new
projects for the new fiscal year.



New project needs can be submitted by any governmental agency through the
NDOT PLANA Form (Planning and Needs Assessment) found on the NDOT
website. These needs help NDOT and local governments refine the transportation
needs across the State. Once compiled the needs are reviewed by the NDOT
Scoping Section which then evaluates and submits to the appropriate NDOT
Divisions for project prioritization through the NDOT PDC (Project Development
Committee). Once prioritized the NDOT Financial Management identifies the various
fund sources and funding of projects and works with the NDOT Project Development
Section to build the new STIP with identified prioritizations. This list is then reviewed
by the NDOT Directors office for Concurrence.

Following the concurrence of the NDOT D i r e cofficerthi $ist is then presented to
the various MPOs, local governments, tribes, and county commission meetings in
draft form for acceptance to be included in the final STIP. These meetings usually
conclude in June or July and following those meetings a final draft STIP is then
made available to the public for comment during August. Also, during the public
comment period the STIP is then presented to various technical advisory boards,
RTC boards, State Transportation Board, and NACO (Nevada Association of
Counties) board meetings for comment and review. Following the comment period,
the Final STIP is then presented to the State Transportation Board for Acceptance,
with approval by the NDOT Director and submission to FHWA and FTA for approval
on or before the beginning of the new Federal Fiscal year on October 1st.

Section 5310 Program: Enhanced Mobility for Seniors and Individuals with Disabilities

The program most significantly impacted by the plan update is the Section 5310 Program because
participationin alocallydevelopedCoordinatedHumanServiced ransportationPlan(HSTPis one of

the eligibility requirements for Section 5310 Program funding.

The Section 5310 Program provides formula funding to states for the purpose of assisting public and
private nonprofit groups in meeting the transportation needs of older adults and individuals with
disabilitieswhentransportationserviceprovidedis unavailablejnsufficient,or inappropriateto meeting

those needs. The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) apportions Section 5310 Program funds to direct
recipients.Forrural andsmallurbanareasin Nevadathe NevadaDepartmentof Transportation(NDOT)

is the direct recipient. As the direct recipient, NDOT solicits applications and selects Section 5310
Program recipient projects for funding through a formblased, competitive process.

In Nevada, eligible activities for Section 5310 Program funds include purchasing buses and vans,
wheelchaitlifts, ramps,andsecurementdevicestransit-relatedinformation technologysystems;
mobility management programs; and acquisition of transportation services under a contract
arrangement.
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Some norraditional examples of eligible Section 5310 projects nationwide include: travel training
programsyolunteerdriver programsbuildinganaccessiblgpath to a busstop;improvingsignageand
purchasing vehicles to support new accessible taxi and/or vanpool programs.

Section 5310 Program projects are eligible to receive an 80% Federal share if the 20% local match is
securedLocalmatchmaybe derivedfrom anycombinationof non-U.S Departmentof Transportation
(USDOT) Federal, State, or local resources. The FAST Act also allows the use of advertisement and
concessions revenue as local match. Passenger fare revenue is not eligible as local match.

According to Federal Transit Administration (FTA) requirements, the coordinated plan must be
developedandapprovedthrougha procesghat includesparticipationby older adultsandindividuals

with disabilities. And NDOT and FTA also encourage active participation in the planning process from
representative®f public, private,and nonprofit organizationghat provideor supporttransportation
services and initiatives, and the general public. The methodology used in this plan update includes
meaningful efforts to identify these stakeholders and facilitate their participation in the planning
process.

The fundamental element of the planning process is the identification and assessment of existing
transportationresourcesandlocal/regionalunmettransportationneedsandgapsin service.Thiswas
accomplished by receiving input from the stakeholders noted above through a public meeting,
telephone calls, email conversations, and completion of a public survey.

Grants for Buses and Bus Facilities Formula Program (Section $33% Grants for Buses and Bus
Facilities Formula Program (49 U.S.C. 5339) makes Federal resources available to states and direct
recipients to replace, rehabilitate and purchase buses and related equipment and to construct bus
relatedfacilities,includingtechnologicathangesr innovationsto modify low or no emissionvehiclesor
facilities. Funding is provided through formula allocations and competitive grants. Eligible recipients
include direct recipients that operate fixed route bus service or that allocate funding to fixed route bus
operators; stateor localgovernmentakentities; and Federally recognizelhdiantribes thatoperate fixed
route bus service eligible to receive direct grants under Sections 5307 and 5311. Subrecipients may
allocate amounts from the grant to subrecipients that are public agencies or private nonprofit
organizations engaged in public transportation.

Direct Recipient; Federal formula funds for transit are apportioned to direct recipients; for rural and
smallurbanareas.In Nevadaadirectrecipientof FederalTransitAdministrationgrant programfunding
may be the Nevada Department of Transportation Transit Section or a Metropolitan Planning
Organization, depending upon the funding source.

EnhancedViobility for Seniorsand Individualswith Disabilities(Section5310Program)¢ [Statutory
Reference: 49 U.S.C. Section 5310/FAST Act SectigrmBROgrogram provides formula funding to
improve mobility for seniors and individuals with disabilities by removing barriers to transportation
service and expanding transportation mobility options.

There is a trend occurring in the United States related to the aging of the population. The two age
cohortswith the largestpercentageof growth overthe lastdecadewere the 50-54 yearold cohortand

the 4549 year old cohort.

Further, the Administration on Aging (U.S. Department of Health and Human Services) reports that,
based on a comprehensive survey of older adults, longevity is increasing and younger seniors are
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desireto liveindependentlywill put increasingoressureon existingtransit servicego providemobility
to this population. As older adults live longer and remain independent, the potential need to provide
public transit greatly increases.
