Meeting Opposition to Proposed Two-Lane Roundabout at US 50 / SR 28 Intersection (Spooner Summit) 
Honorable Governor, Lieutenant Governor, Controller, and Members of the TransportationBoard, As the 
road repair season approaches, I am submitting this public comment to express serious concerns 
regarding the proposed two-lane roundabout at the intersection of US Highway 50 and State Route 28 at 
Spooner Summit. While single-lane roundabouts effectively calm traffic and reduce crashes on lower-
capacity rural roads, a two-lane roundabout is less effective at improving safety, as it can intensify driver 
confusion and error. More importantly, this location is poorly suited to any roundabout design due to the 
region's heavy snowfall. Snowplows struggle significantly with roundabouts, as do first responders 
navigating large emergency vehicles. Capacity concerns further compound the issue. Roundabouts 
generally perform best at daily volumes of 25,000 to 45,000 vehicles. At or above 80% of capacity, they 
often lead to increased congestion, and vehicles entering from the lower-volume road (SR 28) face 
difficulties merging. We have observed these exact problems at similar roundabouts on the California 
side, such as in Meyers and Kings Beach.Most critically, in an emergency evacuation scenario—such as 
wildfire—counterflow traffic routing becomes extremely challenging. A roundabout would create a major 
bottleneck by reducing the current three-lane option on US 50 to effectively two lanes, severely hindering 
efficient egress. Given these significant drawbacks—including winter maintenance challenges, emergency 
access limitations, congestion risks, and reduced evacuation efficiency—I strongly urge the Board to 
abandon this proposal, which appears driven more by prevailing trends than by site-specific needs. 
Instead, I recommend adopting the "Trumpet" interchange solution (with SR 28 passing under US 50). This 
design is far better suited to the high-traffic demands, safety requirements, and unique conditions at 
Spooner Summit, including better accommodation for heavy vehicles, snow operations, and emergency 
counterflow. Thank you for considering this input and for your ongoing efforts to improve safety and 
mobility along this vital corridor. I respectfully request that this comment be entered into the official 
record of the March 9, 2026 Board meeting.

NRS 408.533 Disposal of property. 

1. Except as otherwise provided in NRS 37.270, all real property, interests therein or 
improvements thereon and personal property acquired before, on or after April 1, 1957, in 
accordance with the provisions of NRS 408.487 and 408.489 must, after approval by the Board and 
if no longer needed for highway purposes, be disposed of by the Director in accordance with the 
provisions of subsection 2, except that: 

(a) When the property was originally donated to the State, no charge may be made if it is 
returned to the original owner or to the holder of the reversionary right. 

(b) When the property has been wholly or partially paid for by towns, cities or counties, disposal 
of the property and of money received therefor must be agreed upon by the governing bodies of the 
towns, cities and counties and the Department. 

(c) When the title to the real property has been acquired in fee pursuant to NRS 
408.487 and 408.489 and, in the opinion of the Board, a sale by means of a public auction or sealed 
bids is uneconomical or impractical because: 

(1) There is no access to the property; 

(2) The property has value or an increased value only to a single adjoining property owner; or 

(3) Such a sale would work an undue hardship upon a property owner as a result of a 
severance of the property of that owner or a denial of access to a public highway, 

 the Board may enter into a direct sale of the property with such an owner or any other person for 
its fair market value. 

(d) When the property has been acquired and the property or any portion of the property is no 
longer needed for highway purposes, the Department shall give notice of its intention to dispose of 
the property by publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the county where the property is 
situated. The notice must include the Department’s appraisal of the fair market value of the 
property. Any person from whom the property was purchased or the person’s heir or grantee may 
purchase the property at its fair market value by direct sale from the Department within 60 days 
after the notice is published. If more than one person qualified to purchase the property by direct 
sale pursuant to this paragraph so requests, the person with the superior claim, as determined by 
the Department in its sole discretion, is entitled to purchase the property by direct sale. If a person 
who is entitled to purchase the property by direct sale pursuant to this paragraph reasonably 
believes that the Department’s appraisal of the property is greater than the fair market value of the 
property, the person may file an objection to the appraisal with the Department. The Department 
shall set forth the procedure for filing an objection and the process under which a final 
determination will be made of the fair market value of the property for which an objection is filed. 
The Department shall sell the property in the manner provided in subsection 2 if: 

(1) No person requests to purchase the property by direct sale within 60 days after the notice 
is published pursuant to this paragraph; or

(2) A person who files an objection pursuant to this paragraph fails, within 10 business days 
after receipt of a written notice of the final determination of the fair market value of the property, to 
notify the Department in writing that he or she wishes to purchase the property at the fair market 
value set forth in the notice. 

(e) When the property is sought by another public agency for a reasonable public use, the 
Department may first offer the property to the public agency at its fair market value. 

2. All property, interests or improvements not included within the provisions of subsection 1 
must first be offered for sale by the Department singly or in combination at public auction or by 
sealed bids. If the highest bid received is 90 percent or more of the Department’s appraisal of the 
fair market value of the property, the property may be sold to the highest bidder. The notice and the 
terms of the sale must be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the county where the 
property is situated. The auctions and openings of bids must be conducted by the Department. If 
the property cannot be sold for 90 percent or more of its fair market value, the Department may 
enter into a written listing agreement with a person licensed pursuant to chapter 645 of NRS to sell 
or lease the property for 90 percent or more of its fair market value. 

3. It is conclusively presumed in favor of the Department and any purchaser for value that the 
Department acted within its lawful authority in acquiring and disposing of the property, and that the 
Director acted within his or her lawful authority in executing any conveyance vesting title in the 
purchaser. All such conveyances must be quitclaim in nature and the Department shall not warrant 
title, furnish title insurance or pay the tax on transfer of real property. 

4. No person has a right of action against the Department or its employees for a violation of 
this section. This subsection does not prevent an action by the Attorney General on behalf of the 
State of Nevada or any aggrieved person. 

5. All sums of money received by the Department for the sale of real and personal property 
must be deposited with the State Treasurer to be credited to the State Highway Fund, unless the 
Federal Highway Administration participated in acquisition of the property, in which case a pro rata 
share of the money obtained by disposal of the property must be paid to the Federal Highway 
Administration. 

6. The Department may reserve and except easements, rights or interests from the 
conveyance of any real property disposed of in accordance with this section or exchanged pursuant 
to subsection 5 of NRS 408.489. The easements, rights or interests include, but are not limited to: 

(a) Abutter’s rights of light, view or air. 

(b) Easements of access to and from abutting land. 

(c) Covenants prohibiting the use of signs, structures or devices advertising activities not 
conducted, services not rendered or goods not produced or available on the real property.

Background: 
Asset management provisions enacted in the Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act (MAP-21) 
require a State DOT to develop and implement a risk-based asset management plan in accordance with 23 
U.S.C. 119, to achieve and sustain a state of good repair over the life cycle of the assets and improve or 
preserve the condition of the National Highway System (NHS). Under Statute 23 U.S.C. 119(e)(6), FHWA 
must certify at least every 4 years that the state DOT’s processes for developing its Asset Management Plan 
(AMP) meet applicable req. (23 CFR 515.13(a)) and on August 4, 2022, its recertification. 

Development of the upcoming 4-year plan: 

Nevada Department of Transportation (NDOT) is diligently updating the AMP to re-certify by August 2026. 
The AMP assesses NDOT’s bridge, pavement, and intelligent transportation system (ITS) device condition 
and strategy to preserve its transportation assets. The plan objectives will include, but is not limited to, the 
following elements: 

1. Asset management objective and measures; 
2. Re-establish baseline for infrastructure condition; 
3. Performance gap assessment; 
4. Risk analysis and development of a risk management plan; and 
5. 10-year financial plan based on projected revenue and forecasted conditions; 

NDOT recognizes the importance of maintaining its commitment to preserve its investment in these 
valuable assets as the infrastructure ages and demand on the system increases. Planned investment 
strategies include low-cost preservation treatments, which have resulted in improved conditions in the 
past.

Item 8:  Receive Information on the Nevada Department of Transportation Road Safety 
Audit (RSA) Program – Informational item only 

 
Background: 
A Road Safety Audit, or RSA is a formal, independent evaluation of a road or future road project aimed at 
identifying potential safety hazards. The purpose of an RSA is to help reduce fatalities and serious injuries 
through practical recommendations that consider how the transportation system operates for all users. 
An RSA is unique because it is conducted by a multidisciplinary team independent of a roadway project. 
RSAs consider all road users, account for human factors and road user capabilities. Findings are 
documented in a formal report, and require a formal response by the road owner. While not every RSA 
recommendation can be implemented as recommended, roadway owners should address maintenance 
needs in a timely manner and consider longer-term recommendations through future project development 
and prioritization. 
 
RSAs are one of Federal Highway Administration’s (FHWA’s) Proven Safety Countermeasures. FHWA’s 
Proven Safety Countermeasures have been documented effectiveness in reducing roadway fatalities and 
serious injuries on our Nation’s highways. Implementation of RSAs and other countermeasures and 
strategies is strongly encouraged by the FHWA. 
 
Nevada published its first RSA Guidelines in 2009. NDOT’s Traffic Safety Engineering team led the 2026 
update in alignment with Nevada’s Strategic Highway Safety Plan, Highway Safety Improvement Program, 
and FHWA guidance. This update builds on the 2009 RSA Guidelines to reflect current Nevada processes 
and National best practice. Significant updates include clearer department processes and stronger 
integration of RSAs into planning, scoping, and design so they can be used proactively at stages where they 
can provide the greatest benefit to project development and safety outcomes. 
 
The guidelines are developed for use in NDOT however they are structured in a manner that can be used 
by any road owner or agency to reduce roadway fatalities and serious injuries on the transportation system.
