SEC. 1. OPENING 
 
1. Welcome/ Call to Order/ Roll Call 

Governor, Joe Lombardo called the meeting to order on Monday, May 11, 2026, at 9:30a.m. 
A roll call was conducted, and a quorum was established.  
 
In Attendance: Governor Joe Lombardo, Lieutenant Stavros Anthony, Controller Andy 
Matthews, Member Virginia Valentine, Member Justin Kalb, Member Gary Perea. En Route: 
Member Frank Lepori. 
 

2. Public Comment 
Governor Joe Lombardo opened the floor for public comments. There was no public 
comment.  
 

3. Director’s Report – Informational item only.  
The Director of Nevada Department of Transportation, Tracy Larkin, started her report by 
noting that Work Zone Awareness week was held April 20th through April 24th. She mentioned 
Nevada averages 15,00 work zone crashes annually and Nevada Department of Transportation 
runs a full campaign of work-zone safety reminders. NDOT released a safety video featuring 
construction team members. The Director noted the continued partnership with AGC on 
work-zone safety educational campaigns and brought to attention the upcoming “Respect the 
Cone” campaign.  
 
The Work Zone Awareness Week safety video was played.  
 
The Director recognized three NDOT employees who completed the 18 month Certified Public 
Manager Program, a rigorous statewide leadership development initiative: Jayson Vorce, Janel 
Clark, and Kelly Gaworksi. The Director emphasized the program’s value in strengthening cross 
agency collaboration, strategic thinking, and supervisory skills. She noted that she herself 
completed CPM Program #2 earlier in her career and credited it with shaping his leadership 
approach. The Governor attended the graduation ceremony. 
 
The Director highlighted NDOT’s aviation planning group, which supports general aviation 
safety, airport inspections, and statewide aeronautics education. The group hosted an Aviation 
Art Contest encouraging Nevada students to illustrate the theme “How flight can help save 
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lives.” The contest promotes aviation safety awareness and STEM engagement among Nevada 
students. Las Vegas High School student, Rumy Lee, was the National Second Place winner in 
the 14-17 age group, advancing into the international competition at the Fédération 
Aéronautique Internationale in Switzerland. 
 
Driver’s Edge program has been brought back in Reno May 16th -17th and in Las Vegas May 29th 
-31st. The program, ran by Department of Public of Safety, aligns with Nevada’s Strategic 
Highway Safety Plan and supports NDOT’s commitment to reducing young driver crashes. It is 
4.5 hours of hands-on training for drivers age 21 and under including ABS braking practice, 
skid control, emergency swerving and defensive driving techniques.  
 
Assistant Director of Financial Management Felicia Denny provided an update on NDOT’s 
revolving account. The account is typically used for travel advances, reimbursements, and 
crew subsistence payments. Due to the statewide cyberattack that impacted the NEATS travel 
system, travel reimbursements are temporarily suspended. The Office of Project Management 
is developing a new statewide travel system, after which NDOT will resume normal use of the 
account. The account is currently used only for prompt payments, including payroll related 
issues. Additional funds remain available to support system testing and unexpected needs 
during the transition. 
 
The Director noted that April 23rd was “Take Your Child to Work Day” and the event welcomed 
children of NDOT employees for a day of hands-on learning and exposure to transportation 
careers. Activities for the children included equipment demonstrations, Materials lab tours, 
safety presentations, interactive display, and opportunities to explore NDOT’s large machinery. 
The event is part of NDOT’s broader workforce pipeline strategy, designed to inspire future 
engineers, planners, and maintenance professionals.  
 
The Director recognized Nevada State Employees Appreciation Week, held May 3rd - May 9th, 
and expressed her gratitude for NDOT’s workforce. Scott Hein and Felicia Denny were 
acknowledged for their ongoing leadership in employee engagement, morale-building, and 
departmental culture initiatives.  
 
Updates were provided on a public meeting detailing the Reno Spaghetti Bowl Phase 2A 
project. The project includes widening I-80 from Rock Boulevard to East McCarran, partial 
reconstruction of the Rock Boulevard interchange, reconstruction of the Pyramid Way 
interchange, and realignment of I80 north of the Nugget Casino. Because design modifications 
may differ from the 2019 Final Environmental Impact Statement, NDOT is conducting updated 
environmental documentation. The public meeting will be held online on May 26th – June 
26th at NDOTSpaghettiBowl.com and in person on June 11th, from 4:00 – 7:00p.m. at the 
Sparks Library. 
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The Director highlighted the successful public private partnership involving Tesla, Storey 
County, and NDOT through the I-80/ Waltham Acceleration Lane project. This project includes 
the extension of the westbound onramp by 2,200 feet to improve merging operation. It is 
designed to reduce congestion between the Tahoe Reno Industrial Center (TRIC) and Sparks. 
Tesla fully funded the project and NDOT provided design and right-of-way support. 
Geotechnical work is still being put into place to finalize the design, which will be about 18-24 
months before full corridor widening begins in 2027. The Director emphasized this as a model 
for future partnerships. 
 
NDOT is replacing seven bridges west of Reno, approximately 60 years of age. The Director did 
note that the bridges have a 50-year lifespan but wanted to make clear that they remain safe 
but do require modernization and seismic updates resulting in a cost of about $6 - $8 million, 
funded entirely through federal bridge replacement funds.  
 
The Director described the upcoming Tahoe improvements of the SR 28 Spooner 
Transportation Hub. This multi-agency cooperative project is designed to reduce vehicle 
congestion around Lake Tahoe by including a 250-space parking area with a Transit Stop, a 
permanent Aquatic Species watercraft inspection station, recreation access and an electric 
vehicle charging station. The facility will be operated by the Tahoe Transportation District and 
TRPA, pending a special use permit. 
 
The Director introduced Kevin Verre as NDOT’s new Assistant Director of Planning. She noted 
Kevin brings more than 16 years of transportation planning experience and that he was the 
former Chief of Program Development in the Multimodal Program where he led several 
planning programs. 
 
The Director concluded by recognizing John “Wes” Johnson, Highway Maintenance Supervisor 
I, who is retiring after 20 years of service. He began as a Highway Maintenance Worker I and 
served in Lund, south of Ely. She mentioned he is known for his dedication, reliability, and 
sense of humor. The Board congratulated him and wished him well in retirement.

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7. Receive Information on the Nevada Department of Transportation Asset Management Plan 

(AMP). – Informational item only 
 
Assistant Director of Operations Jae Pullen presented an update on the Nevada Department 
of Transportation’s 2026 Asset Management Plan (AMP). Pullen explained that federal law 
requires each state DOT to update its AMP every four years and that the plan must include a 
10-year strategy for preserving pavements and bridges on the National Highway System. He 
noted that asset management is a strategic and systematic approach to maintaining physical 
infrastructure in a state of good repair while minimizing long-term costs. 
 
Assistant Director Jae Pullen provided background on federal requirements, including MAP-21 
and subsequent rulemaking by the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), as well as 
additional resiliency considerations added under the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act. 
He clarified that FHWA certifies the processes used to develop the AMP rather than the 
specific investments or projects listed in the plan. 
 
Assistant Director Jae Pullen reviewed the major components of the AMP, noting that while 
FHWA requires pavement and bridge data only for the National Highway System, NDOT 
voluntarily includes the full state highway system and Intelligent Transportation System (ITS) 
assets. He summarized the statewide pavement and bridge inventory, condition goals, and 
current performance trends. He noted that while bridge conditions are generally stable, 
pavement conditions, particularly on lower-volume non-NHS routes, are projected to decline 
without additional investment. 
 
Assistant Director Jae Pullen reported that Nevada’s ITS network has expanded significantly 
and that many devices are expected to exceed their recommended service life, resulting in a 
projected future funding gap. He explained current annual preservation expenditures across 
bridges, pavements, and ITS assets and identified anticipated funding gaps over the next 
decade. 
 
Assistant Director Jae Pullen stated that NDOT’s current AMP was certified by FHWA in August 
2022 and that work on the updated plan began in April of the previous year. The updated AMP 
must be submitted to FHWA by August 3, 2026, with a 90-day federal review period. NDOT 
intends to submit the updated plan by the end of May. 
 
Member Frank Jay asked for clarification on the funding gap, specifically requesting the dollar 
amount NDOT needs annually to meet pavement preservation requirements.  
 
In response, Assistant Director Jae Pullen explained that pavement preservation needs are 
estimated between 80 and 95 million dollars per year, noting that some roadway categories 
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qualify for federal funding while others, particularly category four and five routes, must rely 
solely on state funds. Pullen added that ITS assets require an additional 5 to 8 million dollars 
annually to meet service-life targets. 
 
Director Larkin Thomason noted that while 30 to 50 million dollars is typically used for 
betterment projects such as fog seals and chip seals, larger rehabilitation activities like milling 
and replacing pavement require significantly more funding and often cannot be supported 
with federal dollars. She emphasized that most preservation work must be funded with state 
resources, which also cover salaries, routine maintenance activities, and the matching of 
federal funds, totaling roughly 300 to 400 million dollars annually. Any additional preservation 
funding must therefore come from the remaining state funds. These needs are expected to 
be addressed in the next legislative session, along with considerations related to shared 
responsibilities with DPS and DMV. 
 
There were no further questions. 
 

8. Receive Information on the Nevada Department of Transportation Road Safety Audit (RSA) 
Program. – Informational item only 
 
Lacy Tisler, NDOT’s Chief Traffic Safety Engineer, provided the board with an overview of the 
department’s road safety audit program and its role in advancing statewide traffic safety. Tisler 
explained that a road safety audit is a formal safety performance evaluation conducted by an 
independent, multidisciplinary team and noted that national research shows these audits can 
reduce crash frequency and severity by 10 to 60 percent. She emphasized that FHWA 
considers road safety audits a proven safety countermeasure because they address multiple 
safety focus areas and support early identification of improvements that can be integrated 
into maintenance activities or long-term project designs. Tisler discussed the value of 
incorporating input from law enforcement, first responders, local jurisdictions, community 
groups, tribal partners, transit agencies, and school districts to develop a full understanding 
of how a roadway is used. She explained that recommendations may need to be modified 
during design work due to project constraints, which is why NDOT’s design teams collaborate 
closely with safety engineers following each audit. 
 
Tisler provided background on the development of NDOT’s updated road safety audit 
guidelines, noting that the department first published its guidelines in 2009 and that the 
current safety engineering team determined they were due for revision. She described the 
comprehensive review process, which compared Nevada’s practices with national and 
international research and identified several opportunities for improvement, including 
expanding pre-construction audits, standardizing documentation, enhancing tracking tools, 
and updating content to reflect the safe-system approach that considers all road users, 
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including bicyclists and pedestrians. She noted that the updated guidelines also introduce 
prioritization tools and a selection framework intended to align future audits with NDOT’s 
broader safety goals and ensure consistency with FHWA standards. 
 
Tisler reported that the updated guidelines are aligned with the 2026 and 2030 Strategic 
Highway Safety Plan and are designed to support statewide implementation across multiple 
disciplines. She outlined next steps, explaining that the guidelines will be published publicly 
once NDOT’s IT team completes website updates and that outreach and training will be 
offered to NDOT staff and interested partner agencies. She added that the guidelines will be 
reviewed and updated every two years to incorporate new data-driven practices. 
 
Governor Joe Lombardo asked why the guidelines separately referenced tribal transportation 
plans. Tisler responded that such plans are required under federal programs and that road 
safety audits are a strong fit for their development. She noted that the reference was included 
to highlight good applications for the audits but that their use is not limited to those areas. 
 
There were no further questions.

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23 CFR - § 710.409 Disposal of excess real property. 

(a) Excess real property outside or within the approved right-of-way limits or other project limits
may be sold or conveyed to a public entity or to a private party in accordance with § 710.403(a), (c),
(d), (e), (f) and this section. Approval by FHWA is required for disposal of excess real property unless
otherwise provided in this section or in the FHWA-SDOT Stewardship/Oversight Agreement.

(b) Federal, State, and local agencies shall be afforded the opportunity to acquire excess real
property considered for disposal when such real property interests have potential use for parks,
conservation, recreation, or related purposes, and when such a transfer is allowed by State law.
When this potential exists, the grantee shall notify the appropriate agencies of its intentions to
dispose of the real property interests determined to be excess.

(c) The grantee may decide to retain excess real property to restore, preserve, or improve the scenic
beauty and environmental quality adjacent to the transportation facility.

(d) Where the transfer of excess real property to other agencies at less than fair market value for
continued public use is clearly justified as in the public interest and approved by FHWA under §
710.403(e), the deed shall provide for reversion of the property for failure to continue public
ownership and use. Where property is sold at fair market value, no reversion clause is required.

(e) No FHWA approval is required for disposal of excess real property located outside of the
approved ROW limits or other project limits if Federal funds did not participate in the acquisition
cost of the real property.

(f) Highway facilities in which Federal funds participated in either the ROW or construction may be
relinquished to another governmental agency for continued highway use under the provisions of 23
CFR part 620, subpart B.

(g) A request for approval of a disposal must demonstrate compliance with the requirements of §
710.403(a), (c), (d), (e), (f) and this section. An individual, company, organization, or public agency
requesting a grantee to approve of a disposal of excess real property within the approved ROW
limits or other project limits, or to approve of a disposal of excess real property outside the ROW
limits that was acquired with title 23 of the United States Code funding, shall submit a written
request to the grantee, together with an application supporting the proposal. If the FHWA is the
approving authority, the grantee shall forward the request, the SDOT recommendation if the
proposal affects a Federal-aid highway, the application, and proposed terms and conditions,
together with its recommendation and any necessary supplemental information, to FHWA. The
submission shall affirmatively provide for adherence to requirements contained in this section and
must include the information specified in § 710.405(e)(1) through (9).

Summary: 
The purpose of this item is to inform the Board of the following: 

• Construction contracts $20,000,000 or less awarded April 10, 2026, through May 7, 2026.

• Agreements $5,000,000 or less executed April 10, 2026, through May 7, 2026.

• Settlements entered into by the Department which were presented for approval to the Board of
Examiners June April 10, 2026, through May 7, 2026.

Any emergency agreements authorized by statute will be presented here as an informational item. 

Background: 
Pursuant to NRS 408.131(5), the Transportation Board has authority to “execute or approve all instruments 
and documents in the name of the State or Department necessary to carry out the provisions of the 
chapter”. Additionally, the Director may execute all contracts necessary to carry out the provisions of 
Chapter 408 of NRS with the approval of the board, except those construction contracts that must be 
executed by the chairman of the board.  Other contracts or agreements not related to the construction, 
reconstruction, improvement and maintenance of highways must be presented to and approved by the 
Board of Examiners. This item is intended to inform the Board of various matters relating to the Department 
of Transportation but which do not require any formal action by the Board.  

The Department contracts for services relating to the construction, operation and maintenance of the 
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State’s multi-modal transportation system. Contracts listed in this item are all low-bid per statute and 
executed by the Governor in his capacity as Board Chairman. The projects are part of the STIP document 
approved by the Board.  In addition, the Department negotiates settlements with contractors, property 
owners, and other parties to resolve disputes. These proposed settlements are presented to the Board of 
Examiners, with the support and advisement of the Attorney General’s Office, for approval.  Other matters 
included in this item would be any emergency agreements entered into by the Department during the 
reporting period.  

The attached construction contracts constitute all that were awarded for construction April 10, 2026, 
through May 7, 2026, and agreements executed by the department from April 10, 2026, through May 7, 
2026. There are no settlements during the reporting period.
